Introduction 
 

Viswa Yuva Kendra is one of the professional voluntary organizations in the state of Odisha is founded 
on 15th day of December 1986 in Angul District and served in the central and western part of the state 
in the field of community health and sanitation, child right, education, women empowerment, youth 
promotion and community capacity building. We address to the people especially poor, scheduled 
castes, scheduled tribes, marginalized women, children and disadvantage youths. 

 
VYK is registered under Societies Registration Act XXI of 1860 bearing no. DKL/1512/111/87-88 dated 
25.09.1987, Foreign Contribution (Regulation) Act 1976 no. 104890057 dated 1st January 1996 and 12A 
of Income Tax act 1961 bearing number 29363 dated 4th January 1995.

We visualize a sustainable improvement in the socio-economic status of the marginalized community. 
 

ii. Mission 
 
Improve sustained socio-economic condition of the marginalized community focusing on women, young 
people and children by strengthening community based organizations and people’s institutions.

a. We involve community based organizations like panchayati raj institutions, village committee, 
women groups, health committee, education committee and youth groups in Planning, 
implementation and monitoring of the projects.

We are working in Angul district focusing field activities in Kishorenagar, Athmallik and Chhendipada 
blocks of Angul district. Lobby and advocacy issues are taking place in partnering with other NGOs 
and Networks in 10 different districts of the state. 

 
 



Activities  
 

i.  Distance Education Program 
 

VYK is running IGNOU Special Study Centre since 2002. We have now enrolled more 
than 3500 youths and given higher education through distance mode. The courses we 
offer are MA in Rural Development, BA, B.Com, Bachelor Preparatory Program (BPP), 
Certificate in Nutrition and Child Care (CNCC), Certificate in Food and Nutrition (CFN), 
Certificate in Human Rights (CHR), 
Certificate in Consumer Protection 
(CPP)   and other 4 certificate 
courses. This year we have 
enrolled 155 new students in July 
2016   and 88 in January 2016 
sessions. The purpose is to reach 
higher education to the under 
privileged youths living in 
inaccessible areas. Most of the 
students we cover are from the rural and tribal areas of Angul, Sambalpur, Deogarh, 
Dhenkanal, Subarnapur and Boudh Districts.

We offer the following services in the study centre; 

i. Enrollment/ admission and readmission 
ii. Conduct counseling classes in every Sunday as prescribed by IGNOU 



iii. Evaluate assignments of students on regular intervals 
iv. Conduct term end examination in June and December every year 
v. Share information related to university 
vi. Provide library services to the students and outsiders 
vii. Extend internet services to  the students in need 
viii. Provide training and capacity building activities   
ix. Organize awareness and sensitization meeting among rural youths for 

enrollment and popularizing IGNOU activities 
x. Refer students in need for higher 

education to other study centres of 
IGNOU. 

 

Induction Program:  There are induction 
programs for the newly enrolled learners in the 
beginning of the each session. We had 
organized induction program and get together 
of the alumni of this centre on 29 January 2017 
where the Regional Director, IGNOU and elite 
dignitaries participated. The learners were 
oriented about IGNOU and its courses. The alumni were shared their experiences and 
encouraged learners for more enrollment in 
IGNOU system of education. 

Training of E-Kranti Volunteers: A training 
program for 50 volunteers (learners of IGNOU) 
was organized on 9 January 2017 to sensitize 
about non cash transactions in the bank, use of 
mobile and ATM etc. In term they sensitized 
1000 community people on the same. Bank 
representatives from IGNOU, ICICI and UCO 
Bank were attended as resource persons for the training. 

An orientation and counseling program for the 
students in Teachers Training School, 
Kishorenagar and Degree College, Kishorenagar 
was organized to orient the students on higher 
study through distance mode. They were also 
counseled about different job opportunities, 
higher education during regular study. More 
than 500 students and teachers were 
participated along with local dignitaries.  

 

 



ii. Crèche Program 
 

We are running 5 crèche centre in 5 villages (Khetrapal, Kusabanisahi, Baghamari, 
Baninali Kodasahi and Chatkhali) of 
Kishorenagar block of Angul District 
since January 2007 with the support 
of State Social Welfare Board, 
Bhubaneswar. Out of 125 children 
within the age group of 2 to 5 years 
79 children are tribal and 11 are 
scheduled castes. We provide joyful 
learning, nutritional food, 
immunization, quarterly health 
check up and other support services in the centre. 10 trained teachers are working in all 
the 5 centres. A five members Village Committee has been constituted to sit quarterly 
and review the activities of the centre. The parents’ committee meetings are also 
organized every month to interact with the parents, teachers and children. 

 

In each village the centres have been provided with a pucca house by the villagers 
except Chatkhali. The parents also provide partial financial support to provide nutrition 
to the children and other services at the centre. Puja and national days are also 
observed at the centers.

c. Leave No One Behind 

A team of 14 people including adolescent girls and FANSA Odisha Members visited the 
Er. Dilip Kumar Pradhan, Chief Engineer, Odisha State Water and Sanitation Mission (OSWSM) 
and Mr. Mahendra Kumar Mallik, IAS, Director, Odisha Education Program Authority (OPEPA) 
today on 28 October 2016. The team 
presented a memorandum prepared in Odia 
language to both the government officers 
mentioning the following demands; 
 

1. Create adequate and effective 
sanitation facilities at schools and 
colleges. 
 

2. Toilet and the napkin change facility 
should be in a discrete location, 
enabling easy and unobtrusive access. 
 

3. Establish a local fund, in colleges and schools that would cater to cleaning and 
maintenance of sanitation facilities and regular supply of sanitary napkins in adequate 
quantities. 
 

4. Introduce short term training capsules for young girls to increase their awareness and 
methods of maintaining personal hygiene. 
 

5. Include Menstrual Hygiene Management in the Swacch Bharath Mission activities. 



 
6. Handicapped, poverty stricken adolescent girls should be given special attention, 

including proper and adequate access to food, water and sanitation. 
 

The team demanded for prompt action on implementation of SDG Goal No. 6 and SACOSAN 
Dhaka declaration 2016   especially in the context of WASH issues of adolescent girls. The 
response of the recipients was very positive and could give a clear indication of positive action 
to the points raised by the delegation. The representation was impressive which could generate 
discussion for half an hour with each of the recipient. 

 

d. Water Action Month 
 
Coordination and Meetings 
  

A planning meeting among FANSA Odisha members was organized at IIYD (Indian Institute of 
Youth and Development), Bhubaneswar on 26 February 2017.  All Steering committee members 
of FANSA Odisha Chapter attended the meeting. The detail plan of action and the role of 
different stake holders in WAM was discussed and finalized. A schedule covering entire month 
(31 days) was prepared and shared with the members for implementation of the program and 
celebrate the month. Mr. Manoj Kumar Mohapatra, State Convener, FANSA Odisha Chapter and   
Mr. P.C. Misra, Director IIYD and Co-Convener, FANSA India were shouldered the responsibility  
for coordination of entire program at the state level where as all the Steering Committee 
members were given the assignment to organize the program at the district level in 
collaboration  with other members. 

Wash in Schools 
 

WASH in school was organized in 21 
different places of the state of Odisha 
by the Member Organizations .  The 
objective is to sensitize the school and 
college students on WASH who will  in 
turn  sensitize their family members, 
peers and people  around  them. The 
program was about 3 hours and 
covered the following aspects:

e. In some schools questions 
papers  (short questions) were 
distributed among the 
students and they were asked 
to attend the questions in 
writing. The participants were 
awarded with certificate and 
prizes ( soap, detergent etc).  
 

f. Demonstration on hand washing, toilet cleaning, school cleaning, rally in towns and 
villages  etc. 
 

g. The closing session was ended with feedback of participants, their involvement in WASH 
in school and at home in future.

Motor Cycle Rally 
 
A motorcycle rally was organized for 3 days covering 120 kilometres of 4 blocks in the district of Angul. 
40 youths, activists and NGO representatives from different places of Angul district were participated. 
The main objectives is to high light the issues related to sanitation and drinking  water of the  District 
and collect case studies for sharing at different level to resolve the issue. 
 
The rally was inaugurated by  Mr.  Abanikanta Pattanaik,  Project  Director, District Rural Development 
Agency,  Angul in the presence of 
The District Information and 
Publication Officer and staffs of 
District Water and Sanitation 
Mission on the occasion of World 
Water Day on 22 March at the 
district headquarters. The media 
personnel were also present on this 
occasion who helped in publication 
of news in electronics and print 
medias.  
 
Cultural show and public meetings 
were organized in 13 focal points. 
People were sensitized on LNOB, WAM, WASH, SBM, use of toilet, government program etc. We have 
also collected 20 drinking water samples of different sources from the villages and given to district 
laboratory for testing.

Swachha Odisha Gram Vikash 

The project has been initiated with the support of Women, Education and Environment  and 
Chola Mangalan Finace from March 2017 with the objective of extend sanitation and water  
services in the tribal and scheduled caste communities in 2 villages namely Khetrapal and 
Gundurimunda villages in Kishorenagar block of Angul district. Initial survey, micro plan and 
sensitization meetings are being organized in the villages. We propose to implemented the 
following activities in the next 9 months; 

�x Construction of 25 toilets  in 25 tribal families 
�x Supply of drinking water to 115 SC/ST families 

 
Swaachha Bharat Mission 

A one month sensitization program of 
Swachha Bharat Mission campaign was 
organized during 19 November to 18 
December 2016 on the occasion of World 
Toilet Day. VYK had taken the responsibility 
for coordinating School WASH Program and 



Community Sensitization Program in all the 8 blocks of Angul district  through 9 voluntary organizations 
with the support of District Water and Sanitation Mission, Angul and Odisha Environment Congress, 
Bhubaneswar. 

School WASH Program: 20 inter school  and college level competitions were organized in all the 8 blocks. 
More than 1000 children participate in 
different competitions. All the winners of 
each school  and college of the district were 
again  took part in the district level 
competition. All the winners both at block 
and district level were awarded with 
certificate and prizes.  10 selected students 
of the district level competition also 
participated in a three days state level 
convention on WASH at Bhubaneswar. 

Eight  chariots carrying messages on SBM were travelled to all the villages of the district  and organized 
focused group awareness meetings at the panchayat level. The main objective is to sensitize people on 
issues related to bad sanitation and stop open defecation and support services of government under 
SBM.  

 
vi. Youth Development Program  

 
a. Computer Education 

 
Three months course on Computer 
Education have been organized for the 
local disadvantaged youths since during 
the year. We have completed 4 batches 
of training during the year and covered 
200 youths of Athmallik and Kishorenagar 
block. We impart basic computer skills. 
The program was supported Vedanta 
Foundation, Mumbai. 

We have also imparted 4 months computer education program for 25 youths of 
Kishorenagar block with the support of Nehru Yuva Kendra, Angul. 

 

 

 



b. Training on TYLCD 
 

Training on Youth Leadership and 
Community Development (TYLCD) was 
organized during  16-20 November 2016 
at VYK training centre.  43 youths from 
different youth clubs and Mahila 
Mandals were participated. The program 
was supported by Nehru Yuva Kendra, 
Angul.
